Young Adult Carers
Young Adult Carers are students aged 16-25 who 
care for a parent, sibling, or other relative on a regular 
basis. The person being cared for may have a physical 
disability, mental health illness, an addiction to drug and 
alcohol use or any other condition which requires them 
needing care, support and supervision. 

The Safeguarding Team can offer a range of support to 
Young Adult Carers whilst they are studying at NWRC. 

We are aware that every student is different and every 
student has different needs, therefore the support that is 
given will be person-centred and individual.

A support plan will be completed with the student, so 
the appropriate provision is put in place.

How we can help: 

• Liaise with your curriculum team and other

We also offer opportunities for students with Special 
Educational Needs and those from disadvantaged 
backgrounds to undertake an international training 
mobility through various funded programmes including 
the Turing Scheme.

Enhanced Access NI Check
Students going on work placement into regulated activity 
are required to complete an Enhanced Access NI check.  

NWRC is committed to processing Criminal Record 
Checks in accordance with the Access NI Code of 
Practice, which is available on the Access NI website.

Applicants with a disability are encouraged to view our 
AccessAble guides at www.accessable.co.uk, which 
provide important accessibility information on College 
facilities at each campus location.

Criminal Convictions and Disclosure
NWRC actively promotes equality of opportunity for all 
and welcomes enrolments from students with criminal 
convictions. However, to manage risk, you must tell us 
about any unspent convictions you have. You should do 
this by declaring this on the College’s application and 
enrolment forms. 

Certain courses require you to consider spent as well as 
unspent criminal convictions. In such instances, you must 
disclose all past offences as it may impact on your career 
progression. By disclosing criminal convictions, you 
will not automatically be excluded from the application/
enrolment process. 

Students that disclose a criminal history will be required 
to complete a Safeguarding Student Criminal Offence 
Disclosure form.

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Tuition Fees
All full-time Further Education courses (Level 1-3) 
are FREE (*including tuition and exam fees). Students 
undertaking a university Access course will be required 
to pay an exam/registration fee. Fees for full-time Higher 
Education courses (Level 4 and above) are £2,500 per 
annum (subject to change).

International Students 
Fees in thi guide apply to UK residents and those with  
EU Settlement status. Those not in these categories must 
contact admissions@nwrc.ac.uk for the relevant fee.

Payment of Tuition Fees 

Higher Education (HE) Courses
Students who have applied for a Tuition Fee Loan must 
provide a letter from the Student Loan Company (SLC) 
confirming that an application for a Tuition Fee Loan has 
been received. You will be liable for payment of the full 
fee if this letter is not provided. 

If you have not received funding for your tuition fees from 
the SLC then your fee must be paid on enrolment. Direct 
Debit / instalment arrangements are available for students 
to pay their fees on a monthly basis, no more than 4 
monthly payment/instalments. 

Direct Debit / Instalments
These will begin on the 15th (or nearest working day) of 
the month following the date of enrolment.
 
Students who wish to avail of the Direct Debit / Instalment 
facility must pay an initial deposit of at least £400 on 
enrolment with the remaining balance being paid over a 
maximum of 4 instalments. Fees must be paid in full on  
or before 28th February 2026.

• You may be unable to sit exams for any NWRC course

• We will aim to recover all outstanding money that is 

owed to the College.

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An Apprenticeship is a real job with 
training so employees can learn while 
they earn and achieve nationally 
recognised qualifications.

With the recent introduction of All Age Apprenticeships 
our apprenticeship programmes are now fully-funded for 
anyone 16+, with no upper age limit. Apprenticeships 
combine work, study and ‘off-the-job’ training at College. 

Usually, you will be with the employer four days a week 
and at NWRC one day a week. As an Apprentice you 
must balance your job and study across a maximum 
four-year period: two years at Level 2 and two years at 
Level 3.

Entry Requirements
Applicants will be required to hold a minimum of a 
Level 1 qualification defined as 4 GCSEs at grades D-G 
including Maths and English grades D-F or equivalent. 
Enhanced entry grades apply in certain areas.

Progression

Achievement of the Full Traineeship Diploma 
Those that complete the qualifications equivalent to 
five GCSEs at Grade C passes including English (or 
Communications Level 2) and Maths (or Application 
of Number Level 2) will receive an overarching NI 
Traineeship Diploma issued by the Department for the 
Economy.

Partial Achievement
Trainees who do not achieve all of the components will 
be recognised for partial achievement. This may mean 
that the trainee passes the professional and technical 
qualification but does not achieve level 2 communication 
or level 2 numeracy. Trainees who have partial 
achievement may be able to progress to FE Level 3.

Progression
On completion of the Traineeship, you can progress 
within NWRC to a Level 3 further education course 
or a Level 3 apprenticeship (possibly with your work 
placement employer). This can lead you to higher 
education options.  

If you become employed during your Traineeship you 
can progress to a Level 2 Apprenticeship.

The NI Traineeship programme provides 
a high-quality vocational education and 
training programme at Level 2 and is 
aimed at school leavers who aspire to 
work within a specific sector.

The Traineeship is available to all participants, providing 
the skills and qualifications necessary to secure 
employment in their chosen occupation including 
transition to a Level 2 apprenticeship during the 
programme where relevant. 

The Traineeship also provides progression to a Level 3 
Apprenticeship or alternatively to Further Education at 
Level 3.

Hardship Fund
If you are age 18 or over on 1 July 2025 and suffering 
from financial hardship you may be eligible for financial 
assistance through the College’s Hardship Fund. 

Online Learning
If you are required to engage with on-line learning 
NWRC will facilitate this by lending the IT equipment 
which you require.

Equipment
Trainees will receive free health and safety equipment 
and personal protective equipment (PPE) 

Travel/Bus Pass
Trainees will be eligible to apply for a bus pass.  
Bus passes are issued through the Education 
Authority (EA).

To receive a bus pass, a trainee must:

• Be under 19 on 1st July before the start of the 
academic year

• Be studying a further education course only
• Live at least 3 miles from their nearest college

Trainees will also be reimbursed for their travel 
costs to work placement.

Free School Meals
Trainees under 18 years of age at 31st July before
the start of the academic year, may be entitled to 
free school meals. Applications must be made by 
your parent or guardian to the Education Authority. 

School meal tickets will be available from reception 
and should be collected on a weekly basis.

Pastoral Care
Trainees will receive a high level of pastoral 
care from college staff with appropriate support 
mechanisms in place.

Esports is defined as organised 
competitive gaming, which is human 
versus human, either as individuals 
or in teams. The Esports industry 
is a fast-growing global industry. In 
February 2019, Newzoo published its 
2019 Global Esports Market Report. 
This stated that, in 2018, the global 
Esports market was valued at U.S. 
$655 million. This rose to nearly 
U.S. $865 million in 2019 and was 
projected to reach U.S. $1.79 billion 
in 2022.

This suite of qualifications has been 
developed to meet this upcoming 
demand for skills in Esports. The 
qualifications include a breadth of 
transferable skills that enable learners 
to experience different areas of 
Esports to aid their progression to 
employment, either directly or via 
further study.

As a professional, learning is a 
continuous and life-long process. 
Within the creative industries there 
is constant change in technology, 
materials, processes, legislation 
and practice. 

In order to remain up-to-date, it is 
necessary to recognise the potential 
of both structured, classroom-based 
learning and the learning that is 
gained through professional activities 
in the studio, office, workshop or 
on-site. Whether through a traditional 
industry placement, a freelance 
opportunity or a simulated industry 
situation, it is important for students 
to recognise key industry structures 
and their related employment patterns 
and characteristics. 

Effective workplace learning requires 
both the application of a skillset and 
the implementation of appropriate 
attitudes and behaviours. The 
development of broader employability 
attributes and the recognition 
that transferable skills are likely to 
generate and enhance employment 
opportunities within the creative 
industries. 

Work Placement provides a 
framework in which students have 
the opportunity to reflect upon and 
contextualise the learning that they 
gain from working within the industry. 

In coordination with tutors and an 
employer, students will define the 
scope, duration and content of 
their expected work-based learning 
experience. Throughout the period of 
their work-based learning experience, 
students will be expected to record 
their experience and reflect upon 
their own learning.

Further Study

Access Diploma
Level 3 qualification designed for adult learners (aged 
19+) to provide opportunities to make a successful return 
to education. Can enable successful progression onto 
higher education at university, or directly into employment. 
Available on a full-time or part-time basis.

Accreditation of Prior Experiential Learning (APEL)
APEL is a process through which the learning you have 
gained from work experience can be counted towards 
entry onto a course.

Advanced Vocational Technical Award
The Advanced Technical Award is the gold standard 
in Level 3 vocational education and training, and will 
equip you with the skills and qualifications necessary to 
embark on a career or progress to higher education and 
apprenticeships, including degree level apprenticeships.

Apprenticeships
Open to everyone aged 16+. Apprentices mix on-the-job 
training with classroom learning, providing you with the 
skills you need for your chosen career. Apprentices work 
with an employer and earn a wage while learning. 

Associate Student Status
When you enrol on a higher education course validated 
by a University you will be granted ‘Associate Student’ 
status with that provider. This gives you access to a wide 
range of resources and facilities, designed to enhance 
your learning experience.

Award / Certificate / Diploma
A term relating to the size of a qualification which 
depends on how in-depth the qualification is and the 
number of units you are required to study. Diplomas 
are the largest with the most units. Certificates are in-
between and Awards are the smallest with the fewest 
units to complete. All three types of qualification can be 
studied at different levels.

Awarding Body
A corporate body with the legal authority to award 
academic qualifications. 'City & Guilds' would be 
an example of an Awarding Body. 

Bursary
A financial grant you apply for to help with tuition fees 
or living costs.

BTEC
A vocational qualification that provides specialist,  
work-related learning in a range of sectors. BTEC 
qualifications are equivalent to A-Levels and can lead  
to further studies, employment and progression to  
Higher Education. 

Campus
This refers to the grounds and buildings a College or 
University is located. NWRC has five different campus 
sites which include Strand Road, Limavady, Strabane, 
Springtown and Greystone.

Careers Education
The delivery of bespoke programmes and interactive 
workshops that are embedded into the curriculum with 
the aim of enhancing your transferable skills. 

Conditional Offer
An offer of a place on your selected course as long as 
you meet the entry requirements of the course.

Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA)
EMA is a fortnightly payment for students aged 16-19 
who decide to remain in education after completing their 
GCSEs. Payment is dependent on attendance. 

King's Trust
A free 12-week personal development and team 
building course. It enables young people to develop 
their personal skills through a series of projects 
and challenges.

Turing Scheme
A global funded programme which offers students 
the opportunity to train and study abroad. 

Foundation Degree
A Level 5 qualification, which combines college study 
with work-based learning. After completing a Foundation 
Degree you can usually progress directly into year two or 
final year of a Level 6 degree programme at university.

Further Education (FE)
Non-compulsory education taken after school-leaving 
age. Usually used to describe education between school 
and higher education (university). This includes GCSEs, 
A-Levels, Apprenticeships and vocational training.

Graduate
Someone who has successfully completed a Higher 
Education course (Level 4 or above) and received their 
qualification. 

Graduation
A celebration ceremony for graduates.

Higher Education (HE)
Qualifications at Level 4 to 6. This includes Higher 
National Certificates (HNCs), Higher National Diplomas 
(HNDs), Foundation Degrees and Honours Degrees.

Higher Level Apprenticeship (HLA)
A work-based programme, which offers the opportunity 
to gain quality training and a recognised higher level 
qualification while in paid employment. Upon completion, 
you will have gained a Foundation Degree and two to 
three years of industry experience. 

Higher National Certificate (HNC)
A Level 4 qualification that is equivalent to the first year  
of a degree course. After completing a HNC, you can 
progress to a Higher National Diploma (HND).

Higher National Diploma (HND)
A Level 5 qualification that is equivalent to the second 
year of a degree course. HNDs are work-related courses 
provided by further and higher education colleges. 

After completing a HND you can progress to University 
to complete your degree or move into employment.

Irish Level Certificate (ILC)
The Leaving Certificate Examinations, commonly referred 
to as the Leaving Cert, is the final examination in the Irish 
secondary school system.

Learning Support
The term used to describe the provision of resources, 
strategies and practices that provide physical and / or 
mental support intended to enable all students to have 
an equal opportunity for success at the College. 

It does this by addressing barriers to and promoting 
engagement in learning and teaching.

Lecture
A lesson delivered by an academic member of staff, to a 
large amount of students. Students are expected to take 
notes and digest the information in their own time.

Levels
The Level of a qualification indicates its difficulty. GCSEs 
at Grade A*-C are Level 2. A-Levels are at Level 3. HNCs 
are Level 4. HNDs and Foundation Degrees are Level 5 
and an Honours Degree is Level 6.

Modules (Units)
Each course is made up of a number of modules (units). 
Some are compulsory (core), while others are optional.

Reasonable Adjustments
Action taken by the College to ensure that the playing 
field is levelled for students with disabilities and/or 
learning difficulties, where practicable and reasonable. 

Safeguarding
The process of taking action to protect children and 
vulnerable adults from harm. Our dedicated safeguarding 
team promotes the awareness of safeguarding issues 
and provides support to students, families and staff. 

Support Worker 
Provides additional support to students with a disability, 
personal care needs, behavioural or mental health needs, 
to ensure they gain equal access to the curriculum and 
services available at the College.

Traineeship
A Traineeship is a Level 2 vocational education and 
training programme aimed at school leavers who wish to 
progress to work in a specific sector. Traineeships have 
been developed alongside employers to ensure that 
students learn the skills required for the workplace.

UCAS
University and Colleges Admissions Services (UCAS) is 
the organisation that processes applications for entry to 
higher education at College or University.

UCAS Tariff Points
A means of allocating points to post GCSE (Level 2) 
qualifications. It is based on a simple mathematical 
model, which uses a qualification size and grading scale 
to generate a total number of points.
